ISTAKES:

WEARING THE WRONG OUTFIT.

The correct clothing can really make a big difference to your
senior portraits. If you want your photos to look great, make
sure that your clothing is fitted and reflects your personality.
You should avoid bold patterns, luminous colors, horixontal

stripes and logos.

CUTTING YOUR HAIR JUST BEFORE YOUR SESSION.

Your hair plays an important role in your overall look and if you
decide to get a haircut or try a new hairstyle too close to your senior
session, you could end up with photos that you hate. If you decide
to try a new hair cut or changing your hair, do so well before your
shoot. Which gives you the opportunity to correct a mistake or

repeat a success.

CHOOSING THE WRONG PHOTOGRAPHER.

You need to feel completely comfortable around your
photographer, which is why it's important to take your time and do
your research before you decide on someone. Be sure to meet with
photographers face to face too, to make sure that they're a good fit
for you. If you're going to feel uncomfortable during your shoot, it's
going to show in your photos. Also, if your photographer isn't
experienced enough, you're only going to end up being unhappy
with your photos and angry that you wasted your money so make

sure that they have experience with senior portraits before you pay.



RUSHING THROUGH YOUR SESSION.

If you want to be happy with the results of your
senior session, it's very important not to rush. A
successful senior session is going to take longer
than 30 minutes so prepare yourself to be in
front of the camera for at least a hour. The results

will be totally worth it.

FORCING A POSE OR A SMILE.

The more natural you are in front of the camera,
the better your photos will look. If you're feeling
nervous or aren’t sure how to pose, ask your
photographer to guide you so that you get the
senior portraits you're hoping for. This is why we
have a preshoot posing consultation and we will
assist you as needed through out the photo
